On the night of Friday, September 5, De La Salle Institute lost a very good friend. Quaashi Chandler was a stu-
dentathlete at De La Salle Institute his freshman and sophomore years. After his sophomore year, he transferred to GuliierMéisbfSchool.

During a football game against Bolingbrook, Chandler went down on the field due to an asthma attack. Chandler had astistosyetated
medical issues.
